CASE SUMMARY : A CASE OF CHILD SEXUAL ABUSE BY CLOSE RELATIVE

Atwo and halfyear old girl was brought at a Government hospital with the complaints of blood
in urine associated with pain during urination for three weeks. There was no accompanying
fever or other symptoms. The girl had similar complaints six months back and was admitted and
treated with antibiotics and was discharged . During current admission the doctor Incharge
noticed on examination of the genitalia of girl that introitus was wider for the child's age
Mother when inquired denied any incidence of child sexual abuse. The child's ultrasound and
other investigations were normal, An opinion from Gynecologist was sought, who confirmed
the suspicion of sexual abuse of the baby. Mother on interrogation admitted that baby's uncle is
living with the. He exhibits too much affection for the baby and sometimes sleeps with her.
Mother also gave history of similar complaint in elder daughter. Once the case was reported to
KonpaL, Sindh Child Protection Authority (SCPA) was contacted. Child protection Officer
(CPO) of the area was immediately dispatched to the hospital for further investigation.

The uncle was arrested, although parents of the child refused to lodge an FIR , SCPA decided to
further pursue the case. In the mean time Psychiatric counselling was sought. Unfortuantely the
parents and the family moved to some unknown place without informing the Doctors

concerned.
