Awareness Raising About Autism

On 24th October, 2020 a grand webinar on raising awareness regarding ASD/ Autism was arranged
by Konpal Child Abuse Prevention society in collaboration with Autism without Borders, Pakistan
Centre for Autism, Pakistan Paediatric Association (PPA Centre, CRC & DBP). Dr. A.G.Billoo and
Prof. D.S.Akram graced the event with their presence as Chairpersons. The webinar was addressed
by experts of the field.

Dr. Aisha Mehnaz discussed child abuse and disability and their relationship. She emphasized on
sensitizing HCPs and General Public about the safety issues affecting PWDs. She raised the point
that institutes are needed to have child safeguarding policies and standards.

Ms. Aliya Batool gave a brief introduction of Autism which is a neuro developmental disorder;
explained its signs and symptoms e.g. Lack of eye contact, social communication, speech and
language difficulties etc. The causes of ASD on which research is still going on but they can be
genetic or environmental. Thus due to increase in prevalence of Autism there is dire need of studying
this subject and creating awareness about it.

Dr. Azra Rafiq elaborated on use of developmental screening and comprehensive diagnostic
evaluation for screening ASD. She also emphasized on need of having well baby clinics where
screening of Autism can be facilitated and train HCPs and child caregivers in using early screening
tools e.g. M.CHAT and CAST.

Prof. Dr. Shazia Magbool discussed other disorders which are often taken as Autism but they are
beyond Autism e.g. Social communication disorder (SCD), Attention deficit hyperactivity disorder
(ADHD), Global Developmental Delay (GDD), Intellectual and learning disabilities etc. These were
explained in a very detailed way through videos, which also explained that how interventions can
prove to be effective for various disabilities.

Some major areas of concerns were highlighted by members of Pakistan Paediatric Association and
different panellists from Pakistan and USA including Prof. Mumtaz Lakhani, Dr. Tufail Muhammad,
and Dr. Ayesha Sarwat. All of them emphasized on the right of survival, protection, therapies and
education for PWDs. Steps need to be taken for teachers' training who will be dealing with Autistic
kids. Government should make arrangements for free education and vocational training of these
people like done in developed countries.

It was concluded that a set protocol should be followed for diagnosis and training of Autism and
research in this area should also be facilitated. It was decided to arrange frequent sessions for parents
and HCPs regarding Awareness of Autism and other related disabilities.

A healthy discussion followed with the over enthusiastic participants Dr.

Mustafa Hussain and Dr. Khursheed Zia , both Psychiatrists joined
the webinar from USA , both appreciated the efforts of
organizing team in their awareness about Autism and offered
their support for future endeavour. Dr. Ayesha Raza joined /A
from Canada, she too emphasised the need for such &
webinar especially for teachers and lay public to enable [ 41+
early detection. Dr Asthma, Dr.Waheed Khaskehli, Dr.

CASE #1:

Thirteen year old Nida (not real name) was brought to the clinic for the second time complaining of
headache and occasional pain in abdomen. Mother stated that Nida has lost all interest in house hold
chores and has become very moody. Nida was thoroughly examined during this and previous visit for all
possible causes of headache, including Blood Pressure measurement, Heart and nervous system
examination. The investigation she brought on second visit was also normal, Detail history was again
taken, on probing further it was learned that Nida is spending many hours on internet, she sleep at 4am in
the morning. Mother also informed that father who is also working from home is least co-operative in this
regard. The mother was asked to limit screen time of the children and was encouraged to have more family
time together. The father was also called and parents were councelled as regard the psycho-somatic
symptom their children have acquired, Both parent promised that they will try to limit the screen time of
their children and will try to engage them in other healthy, physical activities including some outdoor
activities while maintaining all SOPs..

CASE#2:

Ten Year old Shaan came with complaints of neck pain which he developed for the last 5-6 months. On
questioning mother informed that he is spending 5-6 hours on computer. He also sleep late at night .
Mother also stated that lately he has frequent mood swings and often misbehave.Shaan was examined
thoroughly. His systems examination was normal, except that his spinal movementwas limited,mother
admitted that his posture when working on computer is not correct. Mother was briefed about the correct
posture,Shaan should adopt while working on Computer and neck and back exercises. Also to limit screen
time. The parents were also asked to involve their children in some healthy physical activities and spent
more family time together. . Shaan came after a week and reported he is feeling much better.
